SPECIFIC PURPOSE OF THE REGULATION: NECESSITY.
This regulation is not necessary if the proposed package is approved.

Chapter 6.
Permitting of Waste Tire Facilities

Article 1.
General

Applicability.
PUBLIC PROBLEM, ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENT OR OTHER CONDITION OR CIRCUMSTANCE THE REGULATION IS INTENDED TO ADDRESS.
The proposed changes are to make permanent the emergency regulations, approved by OAL on June 16, 1998, that removed certain non-statutorily supported waste tire storage facility permit exclusions from the regulations.   Specifically, the emergency regulations removed the “indoor, general, and recycling,” exclusions.  These exclusions provided a means for waste tires to be legally stored or stockpiled throughout the state in a manner inconsistent with waste tire storage standards.  Improperly stored or stockpiled waste tires are a potential threat to both the environment and public health.  

SPECIFIC PURPOSE OF THE REGULATION: NECESSITY.
With the passage of the emergency regulations, Section (4) was moved from Section (5) to Section (4).  The Section (5) exclusion for fully enclosed movable containers is an existing regulatory exclusion that was accidentally moved to section (4).

Section (b) is outdated and needs to be removed from the regulations.  Removing 18420(b) will create the necessity to reorder sections (c)(d)(e)&(f).

The application form, CIWMB 500, Waste Tire Facility Permit Application, found in Section 24 of Appendix A has been changed to reflect the removal of the exclusions (replace CIWMB Form 500).
