NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED FARM AND RANCH SOLID WASTE CLEANUP AND ABATEMENT GRANT PROGRAM (15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD)

At its meeting on December 16, 1998, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) held a public hearing on the proposed farm and ranch solid waste cleanup and abatement grant program (SB 1330) regulations.  The proposed regulations cover administration of Board-funded grants to cities and counties to cleanup illegal solid waste disposal sites on farm or ranch property where there is no responsible party. 

After considering both comments received during the 45-day comment period and comments made during the hearing, the Board directed staff to initiate a 15-day comment period for proposed changes to the draft regulations.

Changes are proposed to 14 CCR sections 17992.1, 17994, and 17995.  A copy of the full text of the regulation as originally proposed, with the proposed changes clearly indicated is enclosed for your review and comment.  Additions to the originally proposed language are shown in double underline and deletions are shown in double underline strikeout.

The 15-day comment period extends from December 23, 1998 through January 7, 1999.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on January 7, 1999.  Comments should be directed to:
