NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED Update of Title 14 Enforcement Regulations (15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD)

At its meeting on September 19, 2000, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) held a public hearing on the proposed regulations to Update Enforcement and Compliance Related Provisions in Title 14.  The proposed regulations update the enforcement related sections in Title 14 to make them consistent with current statutes and related regulations and incorporate criteria for determining if a Local Enforcement Agency (LEA) is taking appropriate enforcement actions and procedures the Board must follow prior to taking its own enforcement actions.

After considering both comments received during the 45-day comment period and comments made during the hearing, the Board directed staff to initiate a 15-day comment period for proposed changes to the draft regulations.

Changes are proposed to 14 CCR sections 18011, 18081 through 18084, 1830 through 18304, 18304.1, 18304.3 through 18304.5, 18306, 18307, 18350, and 18351.  

A copy of the full text of the regulation as originally proposed, with the proposed changes clearly indicated is enclosed for your review and comment.  Additions to the originally proposed language are shown in double underline and deletions are shown in single underline strikeout.  In addition, a short summary of the proposed changes is also enclosed.

The 15-day comment period extends from September 27, 2000 through October 12, 2000.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on October 12, 2000.  Comments should be directed to:
