CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE FOR THE CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WASTE MANAGEMENT BOARD

  The Political Reform Act (Government Codes section 81000, et seq.) requires state and local government agencies to adopt and promulgate conflict of interest codes. The Fair Political Practices Commission has adopted a regulation (2 Cal. Code of Regs. Sec. 18730) which contains the terms of a standard conflict of interest code, which can be incorporated by reference, in an agency's code. After public notice and hearing, it may be amended by the Fair Political Practices Commission to conform to amendments in the Political Reform Act. Therefore, the terms of 2 California Code of Regulations section 18730 and any amendments to it duly adopted by the Fair Political Practices Commission are hereby incorporated by reference. This regulation and the attached Appendix designating officials and employees and establishing disclosure categories, shall constitute the conflict of interest code of the California Integrated Waste Management Board ("Board").

Designated employees shall file statements of economic interests with the Board. Upon receipt of the statements of the Board Members and the Executive Officer, the Board shall make and retain copies and forward the originals to the Fair Political Practices Commission. Statements for all other designated employees shall be retained with the Board and made available for public inspection and reproduction upon request. Government Code section 81008.

APPENDIX II

DISCLOSURE CATEGORIES

Category 1: All interests in real property located within the State of California. (Positions assigned this category, as opposed to category 6, are those which have state-wide responsibilities and which are potentially involved with the types of issues that may affect real property.)

Category 2: Investments and business positions in business entities, and income from sources, that are subject to Board adopted state standards and requirements concerning solid waste management practices and facilities including, but not limited to those that are engaged in the operation of any solid waste disposal facility, resource recovery facility, transfer/processing station, transformation facility, waste tire facility, solid waste enterprise or composting facility.

Category 3: Investments and business positions in business entities, and income from sources, that are subject to Board adopted state standards and requirements, including, but not limited to trash bag manufacturers, newsprint manufacturers, and product manufacturers that use Rigid Plastic Packaging Containers. that are engaged in the operation of any solid waste disposal facility, resource recovery facility, transfer/processing station, transformation facility, waste tire facility, solid waste enterprise or composting facility.

Category 4: Investments and business positions in business entities, and income from sources, of the type that receive financial or technical in-kind assistance from the Board.

Category 5: Investments and business positions in business entities, and income from sources, that have contracted with the Board to provide services, supplies, materials, machinery or equipment.

Category 6: Any interest in real property that has been used as, is currently being used as, may be used as, or is within 2500 feet of real property that has been used as, is currently being used as, or may be used by an operation or facility that is subject to Board adopted state standards and requirements concerning solid waste management practices and facilities including, but not limited to those that are engaged in the operation of any as a disposal facility, resource recovery facility, transfer/processing station, transformation facility, waste tire facility, solid waste enterprise or composting facility; and is located in a county in which the designated employee provides planning, technical in-kind assistance, or enforcement responsibilities. (Positions assigned this category, as opposed to category 1, are those which are potentially involved with the types of issues which may affect real property, but only in limited geographic areas.)
