NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED Standards for Acceptance of Insurance as a Financial Assurance Demonstration (EXTENDED 15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD)

At its meeting on May 22, 2001, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) held a public hearing on the proposed regulations to Amend Standards for Acceptance of Insurance as a Financial Assurance Demonstration within Title 27 (Title 27, California Code of Regulations (CCR), Division 2, Subdivision 1, Chapter 6, Subchapter 1, section 22200, Subchapter 3, Article 1, sections 22228 and 22233, Article 2, section 22248, and form CIWMB 106).  The proposed regulation amendments clarify: 1) the accepted Board definition of captive insurance company; 2) that insurance demonstrations from captive insurers are not acceptable financial assurances to the State of California; and 3) the insurance company requirement to comply with Board requests for payment on identified financial assurance insurance coverage, without delay.

After considering both comments received during the 45-day comment period and comments made during the hearing, the Board directed staff to initiate an extended 15-day comment period for proposed changes to the draft regulations.  During this extended comment period, all proposed amendments to the regulations are open for additional comment.

Changes are proposed to 27 CCR sections 22200, 22228, 22233, and 22248, and form CIWMB 106.  

A copy of the full text of the regulation as originally proposed, with the proposed changes clearly indicated is available on the Legislation & Regulations page of the Board’s internet website at http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Rulemaking/Insuranc.   Paper copies may also be obtained by contacting Richard Castle at the address or fax number listed below.  Additions to the originally proposed language are shown in highlighted double underline and deletions are shown in highlighted strikeout.  

As a short summary, the additional proposed amendments: 1) clarify the circumstance when the Board may order the insurer to pay funds for closure, postclosure maintenance and corrective action activities, and 2) amend the version date and Board address and telephone information.

The extended 15-day comment period extends from May 31, 2001 through July 2, 2001.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on July 2, 2001.
