NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REGULATIONS FOR HAZARDOUS WASTE DISPOSAL FACILTIES DISPOSING NONHAZARDOUS, NONPUTRESCIBLE, INDUSTRIAL SOLID WASTE (15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD)

At its meeting on January 23, 2002, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) after considering all comments received during the previous comment period and comments made at the public hearing during the December 2001 Board meeting, the Board directed staff to initiate an additional 15-day comment period for additional proposed changes to the proposed regulations.  During this comment period, only the most recently proposed amendments to the regulations are open for additional comment.

The newly proposed regulation amendments include the following: 

1. Delete section 17371 – Financial Assurances Demonstrations for Closure and Postclosure Maintenance Cost, and Operating Liability.
2. Add subsections (g) and (h) to section 18225, which in summary requires the operator to submit written verification of compliance with Department of Toxic Substances Control’s (DTSC) closure and postclosure maintenance plan requirements; and written verification of compliance with DTSC’s financial assurance requirements, respectively. 

3. Language was added to section 17369 (b), which requires the Enforcement Agency to obtain written verification from Board staff as to the correctness of the operator’s verification relative to requirements in section 18225 (g) and (h).

Additions to the originally proposed language are shown in double underline and deletions are shown in strikeout.  

This 15-day comment period extends from January 31, 2002 through February 15, 2002.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on February 15, 2002.
