NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REgulations for the transfer/processing of putrescible wastes
(15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD)

At its meeting on May 14, 2002, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) held a public hearing on proposed regulations for the Transfer/Processing of Putrescible Wastes.  The proposed regulation amendments clarify the application of existing Transfer/Processing Operations and Facilities Regulatory Requirements (California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 3, Article 6.0-6.4) to the handling of putrescible wastes.

After considering both comments received during the 45-day comment period and comments made during the hearing, the Board directed staff to initiate an additional 15-day comment period for proposed changes to the regulations.

A copy of the full text of the regulation as originally proposed, with the proposed changes clearly indicated is available on the Legislation & Regulations page of the Board’s internet website at http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Rulemaking/Putrescible. Additions to the originally proposed language are shown in double underline and deletions are shown in strikeout.  

The 15-day comment period extends from May 20, 2002, through June 4, 2002.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on June 4, 2002.
