NOTICE OF 15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD FOR CHANGES TO PROPOSED CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION/INERT DEBRIS REGULATIONS 

On January 13, 1999 the California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB or Board) held a public hearing on the proposed Construction and Demolition/Inert Debris regulations. At the January 27, 1999 Board Meeting the Board considered comments received at the public hearing and from the 45-day comment period that ended on December 28, 1998.  

On August 31, 1999 the Board directed staff to make changes to the proposed regulations and to initiate a 15-day comment period.

PROPOSED REGULATORY ACTION

The California Integrated Waste Management Board proposes to adopt Title 14, California Code of Regulations (CCR), Division 7, Chapter 3,  Article 5.9 and to amend Title 14 CCR, Division 7, Chapter 3,  Article 4 and Title 27 CCR Division 2, Subdivision 1, Chapter 4, Subchapter 3, Articles 1 and 2. The proposed regulations define Construction and Demolition (C&D) Debris/Waste and Inert Debris/Waste, and set forth permitting requirements and minimum operating standards for operations and facilities that receive, store, handle, recover, process, or dispose of C&D and inert debris tiers.
