NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REgulations for CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION WASTE AND INERT DEBRIS DISPOSAL (PHASE II)
PLEASE NOTE:  This notice supersedes the NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REgulations for CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION WASTE AND INERT DEBRIS DISPOSAL (PHASE II), dated August 12, 2003.  In addition to the changes to the proposed regulations noticed on August 12, 2003, this notice adds an additional change to Section 17388(k) for consideration.  As specified in this notice, the comment period on all newly proposed changes to the regulations extends through August 28, 2003.
The proposed regulations are intended to establish requirements for construction and demolition waste and inert debris disposal and to amend existing regulations to accommodate the establishment of the regulations (California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 3.0, Article 5.95, commencing with section 17387 and to add to Chapter 5, Article 3.2, Section 18223.6 and to amend Title 27, Division 2, Subdivision 1, Chapter 4, Subchapter 3, Article 1, Section 21565 and Article 2, Section 21570).
At the April 16, 2002 California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) meeting, the Board directed staff to initiate a 45-day public comment period for these proposed regulations.  A 45-day public comment period for these proposed regulations ran from January 17, 2003 through March 3, 2003. The Board held a public hearing at its April 7, 2003 Permitting and Enforcement (P&E) Committee meeting. The P&E Committee at its July 7, 2003 meeting discussed the proposed regulations, considered revisions to the proposed regulations and directed staff to initiate an additional comment period of 15-days for the changes.

Board staff noticed the proposed regulations for 15 days starting July 9, 2003 and ending July 24, 2003. 

At the August 4, 2003 P&E Committee, staff was directed to initiate an additional comment period of 

15-days and to develop alternatives for two issues. The Committee requested that board staff present several alternatives for consideration by stakeholders during a single comment period. The attached noticed version of the regulations shows the alternative language for the two issues as described below. Please direct your comments to the changes in italic and comment on the alternative language. The Committee, on 

September 8, 2003 may choose one alternative for each issue as noticed in the proposed regulations. The Committee will then forward a proposed final version of the regulations to the Board in September for adoption.

The two issues and alternatives are as follows:
1)
Defining Fill at an inert debris engineered fill operation - use the current language; an alternative that does not call fill at inert debris engineered fill operations  “disposal”; and an alternative that does not call fill at an inert debris engineered fill operation "disposal" along with an explanation that inert debris is not counted as diversion or disposal for a given jurisdiction.

2)
Scales/Weight Records Requirement - an alternative with the requirement of scales or weight records that can be obtained from other sources such as generator, hauler or off-site scales; an alternative that requires weight records in the regulations but allows for a volumetric conversion when scales are not economical; and notice as an alternative the deletion of the weight records requirement

At the request of stakeholders, an additional change is proposed to Section 17388(k), the definition of “inert debris.”  The change adds the phrase “or that are uncontaminated” to the definition of “inert debris.”

Text shown in double underline and strikeout depict changes for the 15-day comment period. Italic (regardless of strikeout) depicts proposed changes made for the new 15-day comment period.  Board staff is only required to respond to comments related to the newly proposed changes to the regulations.
The 15-day comment period begins on August 13, 2003 and extends through August 28, 2003.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on August 28, 2003.
