NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REgulations for CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION AND INERT DEBRIS TRANSFER/PROCESSING (PHASE I) 

The proposed regulations (California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 3.0, Articles 4 and 5.9, Chapter 5, Article 3.2, and Title 27, Section 21565) place facilities and operations handling construction & demolition and inert debris into regulatory tiers and set minimum operating standards.  A 45-day public comment period for these proposed regulations ran from May 31 through July 15, 2002.  The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) held a public hearing at its August 12, 2002 meeting.  In addition, the Board’s Permitting and Enforcement Committee discussed the proposed regulations at its September, November, and December 2002 meetings.  The Board discussed the proposed regulations at its September and December 2002 meetings.

After considering comments received during the 45-day comment period, the August 2002 public hearing, and subsequent Board and Permitting and Enforcement Committee meetings, the Board, at its 

December 10, 2002 meeting, directed staff to make specified changes to the proposed regulation text and initiate an additional 15-day comment period for the changes. Following the January 14, 2003 Board meeting, Board members considered outstanding issues and directed staff to make specified changes to the proposed regulation text and initiate an second 15-day comment period for the changes.

Text changes shown in italic (regardless of strikeout) are made following the last 15-day comment period. Board staff is only required to respond to comments related to the newly proposed changes to the regulations.

The 15-day comment period extends from January 24, 2003 through February 10, 2003.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on February 10, 2003.
