This discussion-draft incorporates regulatory language additions and amendments regarding issues such as:
· Slot Chipping & Grinding into Permit Tiers (treated same as a composting operation/facility);

· Redefine Green Material (( 0.5% physical contaminants by weight – similar to current "clean green");

· Allow flexibility in metals testing for green material with LEA involvement (similar to current pathogen reduction options);

· Annual inspections instead of quarterly, with EA approval, for agricultural operations (unless composts non-ag green material and sells or gives-away greater than 2,500 cubic yards);

· Non-Green includes animal, material with greater than 0.5% but less than 10% physical contaminants, and other materials that aren't green, sewage sludge, or mixed solid waste;

· Full permit may be required for green material facility greater than 20,000 cubic yards (currently requires Standardized permit); EA may allow downtier to EA Notification or Registration;

· Odor Impact Minimization Plan required for all operations and facilities;

(    All feedstock and compost (active, curing, and cured) counts toward volume - currently, only compost feedstock and active compost applies to volume;

· Other State Minimum Standards, such as record injuries to public, require removal of refuse pulled from feedstock within 7 days, prevent or remove sharps.
We hope to stimulate discussion and interested party participation during these summer workshops and informal comment period.

Formal notice of the rulemaking is scheduled for late fall 2000.
