Slot Chipping & Grinding
· Slot Chipping & Grinding into Permit Tiers (excluded if material generated and used on-site; EA Notification for (5,000 200 tons/month day throughput; Registration for >5,000 200 ( 25,000 500 tons/month  day; full SWFP Compostable Materials Handling Permit (CMHP)  for >25,000 500 tons/month  )

· Subject to all State Minimum Standards except metals and pathogen reduction requirements

Green Material
· Redefine Green Material (( 0.5 1.0% physical contaminants by weight – similar to current "clean green")

· Allow flexibility in metals testing for green material with LEA involvement (similar to current pathogen reduction options)

· Full permit may be required for greater than 12,500 yds; EA may allow downtier (alternative classification) to EA Notification or Registration; Quarterly inspection for <12,500 cubic yards

Green and Food Material Exclusion
(      An activity with 100 500 cubic yards or less of green and food material on-site at any one time is excluded; Up to 10% of this material may be food material. currently, less than 500 cubic yards of green and animal materials are allowed (green material includes plant wastes from the food processing industry; animal material includes material derived from animal products that are for consumption by humans and animals, including materials from food manufacturing and processing industry, restaurants, hospitals, and food distributors)

Agriculture

· Annual inspections instead of quarterly (unless composts non-ag green material and sells or gives-away greater than 2500 1,000  cubic yards)

· Allow to sell or give-away up to 2500 1,000 cubic yards with annual inspection (currently quarterly inspection and (1,000 yds) – compost primarily used on-site

· Allow up to 12,500 yds of non-ag green on-site if sell or give-away more than 2500 1,000 yds (“commercial composting”)

· Mushroom Farms - Processing of compostable organic materials prior to and after placement in mushroom beds subject to regulations

Compostable Materials other than Green Materials (includes food, animal, biosolids, and mixed solid waste)
· Includes animal, biosolids, mixed solid wastes; material with greater than 0.5 1.0% physical contaminants

· Food material must be source-separated (e.g., not commingled MRF-derived material)

· Full permit may required for >100 5 50 cubic yards of food and any amount of other material (green material operation may qualify to downtier); currently only requires full SWFP for mixed solid waste

Research

(      EA Notification for (5,000 cubic yards (currently (2,500 cu. yds.)  greater than 5,000 cu. yards for within-vessel processing as approved by EA.
Odors
· Odor Impact Minimization Plan required for all operations and facilities (agricultural operations may be exempt)

Other State Minimum Standards
· Require removal of refuse pulled from feedstock within 7 days

· Prevent or remove sharps

· Attendant if open to public

· Adequate ventilation for decomposition gases at enclosed operations

· Representative and random composite sample (currently prescriptive)

· Control leachate to prevent contact with public

Miscellaneous


(      All feedstock, additives, amendments, compost (active, curing, and cured), and chipped & ground material counts toward volume - currently, only compost feedstock and active compost applies to volume.
