NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REgulations for the INVENTORY OF SOLID WASTE FACILITIES WHICH VIOLATE STATE MINIMUM STANDARDS (15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD)

The proposed regulations clarify the administration of the Inventory of Solid Waste Facilities Which Violate State Minimum Standards (California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 5, Article 5.1).  A 45-day public comment period ran from July 5 through August 19, 2002.  The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) held a public hearing on the proposed regulations on September 9, 2002.

After considering comments made during the Board’s Permitting and Enforcement Committee (Committee) meeting on October 7, 2002, the Committee directed staff to initiate an additional 15-day comment period for proposed changes to the regulations.
