UPDATED INFORMATIVE DIGEST

Inventory of Solid Waste Facilities Which Violate State Minimum Standards

December 13, 2002

There have been no changes in applicable laws or to the effect of the proposed regulations from the laws and effects described in the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.

Some changes have been made to the regulations as noted in the Final Statement of Reasons, none of which alter the effect of the proposed regulations.  These include the addition of a definition for “executive director” and extensions to the compliance schedule must be reported to or approved by the executive director depending on the timeframe.  Board staff thought it was important that any compliance schedule written for more than one year be brought to the Board’s attention.  The Permitting and Enforcement Committee members delegated the authority of approval for a one-year extension of a compliance schedule exceeding two years to the executive director.  A non-substantive change was made in the wording of the penalty section.

These regulations do not duplicate or conflict with any comparable federal regulations or statutes.
