NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REgulations for 

ALTERNATIVE DAILY COVER  (ADC) 

The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) is proposing changes to regulations (California Code of Regulations, Title 27, Sections 20685,20690, and 21600) regarding Alternative Daily Cover and Beneficial Reuse.  A 60-day public comment period for these proposed regulations ran from April 18 through June 17, 2003.  The Board held a public hearing at its July 7, 2003 Permitting and Enforcement Committee meeting.  An additional 15-day comment period ran from August 7 through August 22, 2003.

After considering comments received during the 60-day comment period, the public hearing, and the additional 15-day comment period, the Board’s Permitting and Enforcement Committee, at its September 8, 2003 meeting, directed staff to initiate a second 15-day comment period for the changes made after the first 15-day comment period.

Board staff is only required to respond to comments related to the newly proposed changes to the regulations.

This additional 15-day comment period will be from September 15 through September 30, 2003.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on Tuesday, September 30, 2003.   The Committee will consider the regulations for final adoption at their October 6, 2003 meeting and the full Board will consider adoption at their October 15-16, 2003 meeting.
