SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION

Section 18072.  Technical Expertise.

Subsection (d)
This subsection revision is necessary as it adds language to allow existing local enforcement agencies (LEA) whose jurisdictional population grows beyond 50,000 persons, but not to exceed 80,000 persons, to continue to utilize the LEA’s workload to determine the level of staff needed.

REASONABLE ALTERNATIVES TO THE PROPOSED REGULATORY ACTION

Several alternatives to the proposed regulatory actions were considered and rejected.  The alternatives included not increasing the population numbers, and using a different number.  The increase to 80,000 persons takes care of the creeping past 50,000 persons problem most efficiently with minimal negative impacts on the LEA system and the LEAs statewide.  The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) determined that no alternative considered by the agency would be more effective in carrying out the purpose for which the regulation is proposed or would be as effective or less burdensome to affected private persons than the adopted regulation.  These options were rejected to ensure regulatory clarity, technical consistency and accuracy, and to reduce the length of the regulatory package.

TECHNICAL, THEORECTICAL, AND/OR EMPIRICAL STUDY, REPORT, OR DOCUMENTS
The Board relied upon the Public Resources Code and existing certification and LEA performance standards in Title 14 California Code of Regulations in the preparation of this section.
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DETERMINATION THAT THE ACTION WILL NOT HAVE A SIGNIFICANT ADVERSE ECONOMIC IMPACT ON BUSINESS
Board staff made a determination that the proposed regulations will not have a significant, statewide adverse economic impact directly affecting businesses, including the ability of California businesses to compete with businesses in other states.

DUPLICATION OR CONFLICTS WITH CODE OF FEDERAL REGULATIONS
No unnecessary duplication or conflict exists between the proposed regulations and federal regulations contained in the Code of Federal Regulations because federal law or regulations do not contain comparable requirements.

LOCAL MANDATE
Board staff has determined that the proposed regulations do not impose a mandate on local agencies or school districts.
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
