Notice of Changes to Proposed Revised Adjustment Method and Disposal Reporting System Regulations

The proposed revised regulations are intended to improve the accuracy of the existing Disposal Reporting System (California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 9, Article 9.2 and California Code of Regulations, Title 27, Chapter 3, Subchapter 4, Article 1, section 20510) and to increase flexibility in the existing Adjustment Method for Calculating Changes in Waste Generation Tonnage (California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 9, Article 9.1).

On November 4, 2003, the California Integrated Waste Management Board’s (Board) Sustainability and Market Development Committee directed staff to initiate a 45-day public comment period for these proposed revised regulations.  A 45-day public comment period for these proposed regulations ran from September 3, 2004 through October 18, 2004.  The Board held a public hearing on October 18, 2004.  At the Committee’s direction, staff initiated a second extended 45-day comment period which ran from November 18, 2004 through January 18, 2005.  At its May 11, 2005 meeting, the Board discussed the proposed regulations, considered revisions to the proposed regulations, and directed staff to initiate an additional comment period of 15-days for the changes.

Text shown in single underline and strikeout depict changes for the initial 45-day comment period.  Text shown in double underline and strikeout depict changes for the second extended 45-day comment period. Text shown in italic and strikeout depict changes for the 15-day comment period.  State law only requires the Board to respond to comments related to the most recently proposed changes to the regulations (italicized text).  However, the Board has directed staff to also consider further comments on origin survey frequency (see sections 18809.6, 18810.6, 18811.6, 18812.6, 18813.6, and 18814.6).
The 15-day comment period begins on May 16, 2005 and extends through June 1, 2005.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on June 1, 2005.
