UPDATED INFORMATIVE DIGEST

The Integrated Waste Management Act (Act), PRC §40000 et seq., provides for the protection of public health and safety and the environment through waste prevention, waste diversion, and solid waste processing and disposal.  The State Auditor’s report (Number 2000-109) found that the CIWMB practice of concurring with permit revisions for landfills that have long-term violations of state minimum standards was “inconsistent with state law and does not yield results that are in the State’s best interest because it allows long-term violations that effect the environment or public health to go uncorrected for extended periods.”  As a result, the CIWMB’s Permitting & Enforcement Committee directed staff to develop a new subsection to 27 CCR Section 21685 that codifies the existing long-term gas violation practice including additional supporting guidance criteria.  Proposed subsection 27 CCR 21685(d) specifies what conditions a facility having a long-term gas violation must satisfy in order to be found in compliance with state minimum standards, a finding that is a prerequisite for CIWMB concurrence in the issuance of a solid waste facility permit.
