PUBLIC WORKSHOPS
Introduction:  The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) is developing a regulatory package of new and/or revised regulations dealing with the processes used to permit solid waste facilities (SWF) in California.  Two informational public workshops are planned to solicit input from any interested parties (such as industry representatives, local enforcement personnel, governmental and non-governmental organizations, and the general public).  Your participation is welcomed during this informal process.  The formal rulemaking process will begin later this year.  
The workshop will begin with an overview of the project and explanation of the issues under consideration for regulatory change. The workshop will focus on three issues:
1) Defining Significant Change that is not authorized by the Solid Waste Facility Permit

2) Public Hearing Requirements for New and Revised Solid Waste Facility Permits

3) Relationship of Solid Waste Facility Permits to Local Land Use
The workshops are not intended to be formal meetings of the Board or any of its Committees.  It is possible that a quorum of the Board or its committee members may be present.
