NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REGULATIONS FOR MAMMALIAN TISSUE COMOSTING (15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD)

These proposed regulations will make permanent the emergency regulations that have been in effect since June 18, 2007.  The regulations, which are found at Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations, §§ 17210.2, 17210.4, 17855.2, 17862 and 17867, allow research projects to compost unprocessed mammalian tissue for the purposes of obtaining data on pathogen reduction and other public health, animal health, safety, or environmental concerns.  Additionally, the regulations allow for temporary composting activities for the disposal of disaster debris during a proclaimed emergency.
A 45-day public comment period for these proposed regulations ran from September 7, 2007 through October 22, 2007.  California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) staff held a public hearing on the proposed regulations on November 1, 2007.  After considering comments received during the 45-day comment period and comments made at the public hearing, Board staff modified the proposed regulations.  On December 3, 2007 the Board’s Permitting and Compliance Committee directed staff to initiate an additional 15-day comment period for the proposed changes.

Text shown in double underline (additions) and double strikeout (deletions) depict proposed changes made after the 45-day comment period.  Board staff is only required to respond to comments related to the newly proposed changes to the regulations.

The comment period extends from December 7 through 5:00 p.m. on December 28, 2008.
