Notice of Changes to Proposed Revised Regulations

The proposed revised regulations are designed to establish a consistent statewide recordkeeping and reporting standards for collection, transportation and recycling of plastic carryout bags at supermarkets (with over $2 million in annual sales), and retail establishments (with more than 10,000 square feet of retail space and a licensed pharmacy) that provide plastic carryout bags to customers (California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 4, Article 6).

At its May 20, 2008 meeting, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) discussed the proposed regulations, considered revisions to the proposed regulations, and directed staff to initiate an additional comment period of 15-days for the changes.  A 45-day public comment period for these proposed regulations ran from March 28 through May 12, 2008.  The Board held a public hearing on May 13, 2008 at the Strategic Policy Development Committee Meeting.

State law only requires the Board to respond to comments related to the most recently proposed changes to the regulations (double underline or strikeout).
The 15-day comment period begins on May 21, 2008 and extends through June 5, 2008.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on June 5, 2008.
