NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REGULATIONS REGARDING closure, postclosure maintenance, and corrective action plan cost estimates and related financial assurance demonstrations
These proposed regulations modify existing regulations governing change of ownership requirements, permit application, permit review, and permit processing requirements, closure cost estimates, postclosure maintenance plans and cost estimates, certification of closure requirements, known or reasonably foreseeable corrective action plans, cost estimates and financial assurance requirements, cancellation or nonrenewal of financial assurance mechanisms, postclosure maintenance financial assurance requirements, and financial assurance forms and mechanisms.

An initial 45-day public comment period for the proposed regulations ran from February 27 through 

April 13, 2009.  California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) staff held a public hearing on the proposed regulations on April 16, 2009.  An additional 45-day comment period ran from August 20 through October 5, 2009.

After considering comments received during the initial 45-day comment period, the public hearing, and the additional 45-day comment period, Board staff suggested additional changes to the proposed regulations.  At its meeting on November 10, 2009, the Board’s Strategic Policy Development Committee directed staff to initiate an additional comment period for the proposed changes.

A copy of the full text of the regulation as originally proposed with the all proposed changes clearly indicated is available on the Legislation & Regulations page of the Board’s internet website at http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Rulemaking/Postclosure/Phase2/default.htm.  Text shown in italicized double underline (additions) and italicized double strikeout (deletions) depict proposed changes made after the second 45-day comment period.  Board staff is only required to respond to comments related to the newly proposed changes to the regulations.

The additional comment period extends from November 10 through November 25, 2009.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on November 25, 2009.
