Com ents on Assembly Bill 2398 (Perez) Implementing
Pro}. _sed Products Stewardship for Carpet Regulations

The Sanitation Districts of Los Angeles County (Sanitation Districts) appreciate the opportunity
to further comment on the oposed Product Stewardship for Carpet Regulations which is intended to
implement Assembly Bill (. 1) 2398, now in statute. The Sanitation Districts previously commented on
the proposed regulations on farch 2, 2011, and August 26, 2011. CalRecycle has been kind enough to
post these letters on its web e and to revise the proposed regulations consistent with selected comments.
However, the Sanitation D ricts strongly propose that, for consistency with the stated intent of the
enabling legislation, one ad« ional revision be made to the proposed regulations.

Requested Change to Proj ied Regulations — Definition of Diversion

As clearly stated i AB 2398, the purpose of the legislation is to “increase the amount of
postconsumer carpet that is diverted from landfills and recycled into secondary markets or otherwise
managed in a manner tha* s consistent with the state’s hierarchy for waste management practices
pursuant to [PRC] Section 1051” (emphasis added). The proposed definition of “diversion” found in
Section 18941(f) of the ca 3t stewardship regulations needs to be changed to be consistent with the
legislation. PRC Division . J, Sections 40124, 40190.1, and 40192(b), define “diversion” as reducing
“disposal” defined as the management of solid waste through landfill disposal or transformation. This is
clearly not the intent of th- legislation. PRC Section 40192(b) allows for alternative definitions of
“disposal” when appropriatc ich as for consistency with legislative intent. Therefore, we request that the
proposed definition be mod: :d as shown below:

“(f) “Diversion” o. “divert” means activities which reduce or eliminate the amount of
solid waste dispos: d at Denmtted landﬁlls—fef—puppeses—ef—l)wmen—}()—mehdmg
or is otherwise mas gd in a manner cons1stent w1th the state s h1erarchv for waste
management practic _pursuant to Sectio~ 4"051.”
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We are aware that . 1er stakeholders have made comments objecting to the proposed definition
of “diversion” and referenc to “diversion from landfills” in the proposed regulations. The Sanitation
Districts strongly recomme , for consistency with the legislation, that this definition and references
remain in the proposed regu ions.

The Sanitation Dist..cts appreciate your consideration of our concerns and requested change to
the proposed carpet stewar”-hip r ilations. ~ previously stated, © proposed regulations should
implement AB 2398 and 1 impose any unauthorized mandates. If you should have any questions,
please contact Mr. Glenn A« ta at (562) 908-4288, extension 2723.
