Purpose 
The Working Group has been asked by the Governor’s Office for recommended state actions to expand the markets for urban, agricultural, and forestry residues, and dedicated energy crops in California.  The input from the Working Group will be considered by the Governor’s Office in formulating a consistent and coordinated state strategy for expanding bioenergy use in California.
California Energy Commissioner James D. Boyd chairs the Working Group.  The California Public Utilities Commission, Energy Commission, Department of Food and Agriculture, Air Resources Board, Department of Forestry and Fire Protection, State Water Board, and the Integrated Waste Management Board all participate actively in the Working Group.  Commissioner Boyd and Energy Commission Chairman Joseph Desmond will be in attendance at the workshop, along with the members of the Working Group.  Other Energy Commission Commissioners may attend and participate in this workshop.

In August 2005, the Governor has directed the Energy Commission to develop an integrated and comprehensive state policy on biomass, expressing his support for the California Biomass Collaborative through the Public Interest Energy Research Program, and asking the Energy Commission to reinvigorate the Working Group.  He charged the Working Group to develop an integrated and comprehensive state policy on biomass, which included electricity, natural gas, and petroleum substitution potential.
