Solid Waste Site Cleanup Program





Throughout the state there are environmental problems created by the improper disposal of solid waste.  The Integrated Waste Management Board’s Solid Waste Site Cleanup Program administers a trust fund to assist with the cleanup of eligible sites 





The Board may expend funds directly for cleanup, provide matching grants to local governments for remediation projects, provide grants to certified local enforcement agencies (LEA) for cleanup of illegal disposal sites, and provide loans to local governments who demonstrate the ability to repay State funds.





In prioritizing sites for available funding, the Board considers the following:





Degree of risk to public health and safety and the environment.





Ability of the owner to clean up the site without monetary assistance.





Ability to clean up the site adequately with available program funds.


Types of Funding


Four different types of funding are available.





Board-Directed Cleanup�Board-directed cleanups are available for landfills and illegal disposal sites where local governments do not have resources to administer the remediation, or do not choose to direct the work, and the Board has determined the need for cleanup.





Local Government Matching Grant�Matching grants are available for remediation of solid waste disposal sites where local governments show evidence of ability to pay their matching share of remediation costs.  The Board may award grants of up to 50 percent of eligible costs.  The local government must fund the remaining 50 percent of eligible site cleanup costs plus the cost of any ineligible work.





LEA Grants�LEA grants are available for cleanup of illegal disposal sites where Board-certified LEAs have resources to administer the cleanup efforts. 


 


Loans to Local Government�Loans are available for remediation of solid waste disposal sites where local governments need financial assistance and demonstrate ability to repay the loan and pay for costs of cleanup that may exceed the loan amount.


Local governments must fund all site cleanup costs that exceed the loan amount and identify sources of loan repayment.


Eligible and Ineligible Work





Eligible work includes…


Waste removal and disposal


Fencing and barricades


Signage


Site grading 


Cover at burn dumps


Slope protection and erosion control


Surface drainage systems


Gas and leachate control systems


Extinguishing underground landfill fires (except for LEA grants)


Limited field and laboratory testing


Engineering design and construction inspection costs





Ineligible work includes…


Closure


Groundwater remediation


Operation and maintenance of leachate, surface water, or vadose zone monitoring systems


Improvements to property for postclosure land uses


Closure or postclosure maintenance plans or activities


Program Background





In 1994, Assembly bill 2136 required the California Integrated Waste Management Board to initiate a program for the cleanup of solid waste disposal sites where the responsible party either cannot be identified or is unable or unwilling to pay for timely remediation and where cleanup is needed to protect public health and safety or the environment





Funding for this program is from the Solid Waste Disposal Site Cleanup Trust Fund, with contributions from the Integrated Waste Management Account.
