The CIWMB is committed to making this investment in LEA/CIWMB communication capabilities this year—so please let us know what you need and how we can best assist in making e-mail/Internet access a reality for your jurisdiction.

New and exciting training courses will be available throughout the year.  I encourage as much participation from LEAs and my division staff as possible.  At the same time, I encourage your feedback, whether oral,  by e-mail, or written, in order to let my staff know if the training was a success.  Once again, maintaining an open line of communication is important in our efforts to work on continuous improvement of our program offerings.

Equipment Loan Program

S

ince its inception in October 1995 LEAs from all over the state have taken advantage of the benefits of the LEA equipment loan program.  This program is designed to support LEA equipment needs and to fulfill the requirements of Public Resources Code (PRC), Section 43217, that directs the CIWMB to lend technical and scientific equipment to LEAs.  This program provides assistance to those LEAs whose financial or technical resources may limit their ability to obtain and operate instrumentation and other specialized and scientific equipment. 

How Does the Program Work?

The LEA equipment loan program has air-monitoring instruments and related equipment available for loan to local agencies. Equipment may be borrowed for a term of three months with extensions up to one year. To ensure fairness, loans are based on a first come, first served basis. The CIWMB reserves the right to recall or prioritize the loan of equipment.  Borrowers are responsible for loss, damage, or misuse of the loaned item. 

Other Benefits and Features of the Program

Other features of the program include access to instrument consultation, technical support, and training. Instrument repair, maintenance, calibration and servicing are also available for LEA-owned instruments under certain conditions.

A four-hour training course is also available on air monitoring instrumentation.  The course features proper use of the Gastech Combustible Gas Indicator and/or the Gas Surveyor covering topics such as instrument operations, sample collection, instrument calibration and maintenance, and data downloading and interpretation (GMI only).

In the past two years the program has evolved in several ways. The first is the development of a technical hotline for answering questions concerning air sampling instrumentation, sampling procedures, and, most importantly, safe practices while collecting field air samples with direct reading instruments.

As we continue our effort to increase support and cooperation between LEAs and the CIWMB, we hope this program will continue to provide assistance to LEAs in performing their duties. LEA Evaluations: The Second Cycle 

�CIWMB Works With LEA Partners to Improve Assistance

�We are finished thinking and revising, now we are ready to start!  We are really looking forward to working with each jurisdiction as we roll out the current cycle.  As you may have heard, the LEA program evaluation unit completed a revision of the procedures after months of working with our partners on ways to streamline the process and develop ideas for providing real-time assistance to LEAs.

We focused on resolving the following key issues from previous evaluations:

The evaluation reports did not adequately stress/mention positive aspects of LEA program/performance.

Division staff does not consistently provide issues of concern to LEAs as they happen.

The evaluation period was not clearly identified.

The evaluations are not consistent statewide.

The evaluations should not be used as a threat or political tool.

The evaluation process is cumbersome and bureaucratic.

The LEA took too much time dealing with evaluation-related tasks.

Old issues came up that were never brought to the LEA’s attention.

Next Steps: Important Information Regarding the Second LEA Evaluation Cycle

The LEA evaluations will commence in early spring 1998.  Staff mailed a tentative schedule showing which LEAs we plan to evaluate from May through October.  Jurisdictions that had their last evaluations concluded approximately three years ago will be first.

Training and Assistance 

From the Permitting and Inspection Branch

Self-Paced Title 27 Permits Training
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In addition to the Title 27 Implementation Training/Workshops planned for this summer, a series of self-paced Title 27 permits training modules are also being developed.  The training is being prepared for LEAs who want to learn more about full solid waste facilities permits and the new Title 27 regulations.  This training will be presented in a workbook format that can be completed as time allows.  

This is a different and exciting new direction for training. The training will be presented in four modules, starting with a short history of solid waste regulation and continuing through the details of processing a solid waste facilities permit.  Each module includes text followed by questions to reinforce the information learned, and ends with an interactive exercise to be completed in collaboration with a Permitting and Inspection staff liaison.  

Module 1 has been tested by several LEAs and will be ready for release soon. Module 2 will follow. The response to the workbook format has been very positive from everyone involved with the review and testing.  Our goal is to have the training completed and ready for release by the conference in August. Permit Desk Manual

The rewrite of the Permit Desk Manual (PDM) is currently underway.  Feedback from the January Roundtables included the following:  

A majority of LEAs seemed to favor a “build as you go” PDM rather than wait until the entire document is finished to begin review.

The manual should be available on the Internet. 

It should include Public Resources Code (PRC) and Title 27 references. 

There should be examples of how compliance with the regulations could be attained. 

The full tier should be addressed first.  

The use of  “information mapping” would be a helpful tool in creating the document. 

It is very important to create the document so that sections can be updated independently as things change over time.  

We will incorporate as many of these suggestions as possible.

Nine LEAs have agreed to review the chapters as they become available.  The table of contents has been reviewed by the PDM workgroup.  The section addressing the Joint Technical Document/Report of Disposal Site Information should be available for the workgroup to review in June. Group progress to date: The group has prepared a report to the P&E Deputy Director that summarizes the group's work and recommendations.  The group has developed a draft advisory addressing what should be in a full solid waste facility permit, which was discussed at CCDEH in February.  The PCP workgroup voted for the guidance document to go out to the LEAs in the form of an LEA advisory.  However, the Bay Area Technical Advisory Committee stated they felt text changes needed to be made to the draft advisory before they could support it.  CCDEH, Bay Area TAC and Orange County LEA provided additional text changes to the document in March.  The changes were reviewed by the workgroup and incorporated into the draft advisory. Are Your Potential 2136 Sites Being Considered for Funding? 

T
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he Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Site Cleanup Program, aka the 2136 Cleanup Program, has been in existence for approximately four years now.  The program remediates environmental problems at solid waste disposal sites and burn dumps, and cleans up illegal disposal sites.  LEAs have the option of requesting grants to clean up illegal disposal sites or asking the CIWMB to clean the site.

The CIWMB has approved 84 sites for funding through grants or as CIWMB-managed clean ups.  Sixty-one of those clean ups are completed.  Three sites have been dropped from consideration for various reasons (such as by request of the applicant or the project being tied up in court).  Twenty projects are either in progress at this time or waiting for a good weather window.  This program has funded sites in 29 counties.

In an effort to ensure that all potential 2136 sites are reviewed for possible funding, staff has been working to compile a master list of potential sites.  To prepare this list all CIA sites listed in the SWIS database were printed out by county and reviewed by closure staff (with input from some of you) to remove duplicate sites that do not exist and sites that to staff’s knowledge pose no environmental risks.  This list was then mailed to the LEAs with a letter on August 5, 1997 to get a final check on the list’s accuracy and LEA suggestions on the relative priority for remediation of the sites.

To those of you who have responded with your comments and suggestions, thank you very much.  If you have not yet had time to look over the list, 2136 program staff would really appreciate your input, as we are now developing our site priorities for the balance of the 97-98 fiscal year.  We are updating the list to develop funding recommendations for the CIWMB for the $5 million annually allocated to the program, and we do not want any LEA jurisdiction to miss the opportunity to receive part of this funding if they have sites that qualify.  It would be helpful to have your input on the accuracy of the list, priority of the sites on the list, and addition of any sites you know about that are not on the list. Legislation and Regulations

Compost Regulations 

Compostable Organic Materials Recycling Regulation Development Co-leads, Pat Jones and Jeff Watson, are preparing a revised schedule of activities toward development of compostable organic materials recycling regulations.  The new schedule includes “issue workshops” this summer to get LEA and operator solutions to the barriers that were identified in the workshops this last summer.  Questions? Tier Regulations for C&D/Inert Debris
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P&E staff initiated the development of the Construction and Demolition/Inert Debris regulations last summer by visiting sites that handle, store, or dispose of these types of solid waste and by holding three informal workshops in Redding, Sacramento, and Diamond Bar.  

In November, the CIWMB determined that it has the legal authority to regulate the storage, handling, and disposal of construction, demolition, and inert debris.  CIWMB staff was directed to gather additional perspectives on the CIWMB’s exercise of its authority to regulate all aspects of construction, demolition, and inert debris activities and to develop proposed regulations for this activity.  

To accomplish this task, CIWMB staff assembled a 25-member, focused work group consisting of representatives from industry, the environmental community, and local and State regulatory agencies.  The work group held four meetings in Sacramento to discuss the appropriate level of regulation for the handling of construction, demolition, and inert debris and to review and comment upon draft versions of regulations.  The draft regulations are currently posted on the CIWMB Web site at www.ciwmb.ca.gov. 

In February and March, a second round of informal public workshops were held in Sacramento and Diamond Bar to solicit further comment on the draft text of the regulations.  Revised draft regulations were then presented before the P&E committee on April 16.  P&E staff was directed to submit a 45-day notice to the Office of Administrative Law to begin the formal rulemaking process.  Questions? Biosolids Regulations

At this time CIWMB staff are evaluating whether or not regulations will be written.  Following this appraisal, staff will make a recommendation to the full Board by June 1998.  Staff’s evaluation is based on a review of comments received from interested parties regarding potential CIWMB regulation of biosolids and on discussions with State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) staff. 

California Water Code, Section 13274 specifies that the SWRCB shall prescribe general waste discharge requirements (GWDR) for the land application of biosolids.  In addition, the SWRCB must also prepare an appropriate CEQA document (EIR) for the GWDR.  The CWC also specifies that the GWDR will supersede regulations adopted by any other State agency to regulate biosolids applied directly to agricultural lands at agronomic rates.  

Furthermore, the composting and/or landfilling of biosolids is regulated under the CIWMB’s current composting and landfill regulations, respectively.  Therefore, no new biosolids regulations may be warranted at this time.  However, once the SWRCB completes the EIR and adopts the GWDR, CIWMB staff will reevaluate the need for any additional biosolids regulations.  The SWRCB is under court order to complete the EIR and GWDR by September 2000; however, draft GWDRs are expected to be completed by summer 1998.

Transfer/Processing Operations and Facilities Regulations

The 45-day comment period for the draft Transfer/Processing Operations and Facilities Regulations began January 30, 1998 and ended on March 16, 1998. A public hearing was held on March 19, 1998.  At the hearing, the Permitting and Enforcement Committee directed staff to hold work group meetings to address outstanding issues and bring back recommendations and updated regulations to the Committee in May, 1998. CIWMB Forms Four Teams to Act on Strategic Issues 

A

t its June 1997 meeting the Board adopted its strategic plan.  As part of that plan, the CIWMB’s program areas were evaluated for effectiveness during July and August. From that process came the decision that the CIWMB needs to focus its activities more clearly.  On November 20, 1997 the CIWMB adopted four priority areas for further action. 

Organic Material Diversion
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The Priority Action Team for Organic Material Diversion has developed six proposed targets to aid in achieving AB 939 mandates.  The targets will be integrated with the other priority team targets in April and May 1998.  

The “Greening Team” states that at a minimum, 7 to 8 million more tons per year of organic materials will be diverted from landfills by the year 2000 if this plan is aggressively implemented, with potential to more than double this amount in subsequent years. Construction & Demolition Debris Recycling

Construction and demolition (C&D) debris constitutes an estimated 20 to 30 percent of the state’s solid waste stream.  Approximately one third of C&D debris consists of inerts (e.g., concrete, tile, asphalt paving), and about one quarter is wood, defined as lumber, pallets, and landscape trees. 

Given the amounts typically present in the waste stream, inerts and wood wastes appear to give the greatest opportunity for diversion and, therefore, were proposed as the focus of the “C&D Integrated Action Plan.”

The plan was developed by the Board’s C&D Strategy Team, formed in December 1997.  Led by Caren Trgovcich, the team’s mission is to develop and monitor a plan to create significant improvements in the management and diversion of solid waste in C&D industries.  The team’s efforts are expected to extend over a 12- to 18-month period.  
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The C&D Strategy Team developed a draft performance plan with two central goals: 

Achieve a significant increase in C&D debris that is gathered and separated, both on and off-site, and sent to an end-use market.

Achieve a significant increase in the construction industry’s use of resource-efficient building design and techniques, and the use of recycled content products (RCP)—both construction products and products made from debris generated by the construction and demolition industries.

Improving Facility Compliance

A team of CIWMB staff representing the CIWMB’s divisions was assembled to study improving facility compliance, led by the P&E Division Deputy Director Dorothy Rice.  At its first meeting, the team reviewed comments on this issue from the January/February LEA Roundtables.  After considering “What do we mean by compliance?” the team decided there might be more than one area where the Board should try to achieve facility compliance.  Broadly, the areas noted for further discussion were permits, enforcement, AB939, CEQA, and others.  For each area the team is striving define targets, goals, preferred outcomes, and viable outputs.

In the “Permit” area, the team sees value in bringing the old and outdated permits up to date. 

In “Enforcement,” the team is considering a variety of LEA comments about the regulatory tiers, what to do with illegal operations, enhancing enforcement tools for the State and locals, and what to do with chronic violations on the inventory list.  

In the “AB939” area, the team is developing means to strengthen communication between the local planners, SRRE coordinators, and the LEA and operators; 

And in the “CEQA” area, the team is looking at ways to make the environmental document preparation process smoother by identifying the roles of the various players.

Improving Local Government Performance

California's 535 cities and counties are responsible for achieving the goals of AB 939.  Many of these local jurisdictions are on-track to achieve the 50 percent diversion goals.  Others have been less successful for a variety of reasons.  

A strategic priority team comprising representatives from each Board division is devoted to improving local government performance in diversion.  The team has completed a performance plan that includes specific outcome measures and the means to achieve the outcome measures. �Grants Available

Waste Tire Enforcement Grant 

The Board's waste tire enforcement grant program continues to be an extremely beneficial addition to its waste tire permitting, inspection, and enforcement program, enabling the Board to achieve its goal to investigate all waste tire facilities, dealers, and auto dismantlers to ensure compliance with all applicable laws and regulations.  

Cities and counties participating in the grant program have two options.  They can conduct waste tire facility inspections of those facilities that accept or store more than 500 waste tires at one location and follow up with appropriate compliance actions to ensure that the operators are following all tire facility regulations, including storage standards and using registered tire haulers.  This activity also includes surveillance activities whereby the grantee conducts waste tire facility surveys of tire dealers and auto dismantlers who accept or store waste tires on site.  

The other option is surveillance only.  Applicants interested in this option are required to fulfill only the specified surveillance activities identified in the NOFA.  

Due to the success of the program, the available program funding of funds has doubled every year starting with the original $200,000 from the 1996-97 pilot year.  Last year (1997-98) the waste tire enforcement grant program was allotted $400,000 out of the California Tire Recycling Management Fund, because more parties are becoming 
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aware of the program and interested in participating.  

During the 1997-98 application period, waste tire enforcement grant requests exceeded allotted funds.  The Board has allocated $500,000 for the 1998-99 fiscal year.  Questions?  Contact Jo Segovia at (916) 255-3825 or jsegovia@ciwmb.ca.gov or Diane Vlach at �(916) 255-3852 or dvlach@ciwmb.ca.gov.

Enforcement Assistance Grant (EAG) 

The EAG is a noncompetitive grant awarded to Local Enforcement Agencies to carry out their solid waste facility permit and inspection programs.  Funds for the program are available from the Integrated Waste Management Account pursuant to Public Resources Code, Section 43230.  There are 61 jurisdictions eligible for the $1.5 million available for the 1998/99 fiscal year.  Grant application packages were mailed February 27, 1998 and completed applications must be received at the CIWMB offices by 3:00 p.m. or postmarked by Friday, May 29, 1998. Questions? Operator Certification Work Group
