LEA Findings pursuant to Section 21665 (c):
The LEA finds that the proposed changes are consistent with all CEQA documents; are acceptable and consistent with all State Minimum Standards; and the proposed changes do not conflict with the existing solid waste facility permit (SWFP).

Description of Proposed Changes:

(1)  Physical address and access roads. (2) Contact phone number and address.  

(3) Owner/Operator information. (4) Expanded waste streams to include:  food waste, e-waste, expanded white goods, universal waste, mixed paper. (5) Tonnage per day from 50 to 160 tons per day (tpd).  (6) Additional regulatory permits from Contra Costa Environmental Health (Hazardous Materials), California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB)– CRT’s, CIWMB Waste Tire Tire Program Identification Number. (Note: Revised Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration dated October 2005 was submitted, but not recorded, therefore the CEQA document used for this review is based on the IS/MND dated April 1999. (7) Facility description states that refuse vehicles increased from 6-7 to 9-10. (8) Ancillary activities include C & D, wood, e-waste and other universal wastes.  Also, periodically, the site will be available for City-sponsored free clean-up events where the public will deliver wastes to the facility under supervision.  Up to 700 vehicles expected during these events.  (9) Additional station equipment was added.  (10) Storage & Removal of Salvaged Materials – added e-waste and universal waste. (11) Solid Waste Removal changed from 20 tpd to 160 tpd.  (12) Updated site map (needs sump location and property line). (13) Updated resume for Deputy Director.
