NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on Friday, April 23, 2010, at 5:30 p.m., the County of San Bernardino Department of Public Health, Division of Environmental Health Services, Local Enforcement Agency (LEA) will conduct a public hearing pursuant to Public Resources Code 44004 to receive public input from interested parties regarding an expansion of the landfill refuse footprint horizontally from 47 to 331 acres, an increase in daily waste acceptance rate from 600 to 1,200 tons per day, a change in JTD verbiage for hazardous waste storage time, implementation of an Odor Impact Minimization Plan, change the self monitoring reporting period from 15 to 30 days after the end of the reporting period, installation of additional perimeter gas monitoring probes, and allow for the storage of gypsum wall board.
SAID HEARING will be conducted at the Barstow Unified School District, 551 South “H” Street, Barstow CA 92324, where members of the public may be present and heard on this matter. The LEA will receive and consider the statements from the public pertaining to this permit revision. All comments will be considered when the LEA makes a determination to process the proposed permit. Cal Recycle will act on the LEA’s recommendation for a revised facility permit at a Board meeting to be scheduled within the next 90 days.
