As a property owner, tenant or interested party who has requested notice, please be advised that the City of 
Los Angeles  Local Enforcement Agency (LEA) will be holding an informational public hearing in 
compliance with Public Resources Code Section 44004 for the purpose of consideration of a proposed new 
Solid Waste Facility Permit for the Griffith Park Composting Facility.  The LEA is certified by the 
California Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery (CalRecycle) to enforce state laws and 
regulations at solid waste sites within the City of Los Angeles, including all composting facilities.   
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Description of Project  
 
The Griffith Park Composting Facility, SWIS No. 19-AA-0855 is a permitted composting facility that the 
Bureau of Sanitation has been operating at this site since January 29, 1996.  The facility is designed to 
compost the organic matter that is produced in Griffith Park.  The park’s greenwaste, zoo animal waste (zoo 
doo, collected from herbivores, such as the elephants and zebras) and a small amount of biosolids are 
blended onsite and then composted on site.  The finished product is then used throughout Griffith Park or 
sold to the public as TOPGRO. 
 
Due to changes in the State’s composting regulations, the Bureau of Sanitation is required to obtain a full 
solid waste facility permit to replace the current registration permit that is on file.  On May 3, 2010, the LEA 
received an application package from the Bureau of Sanitation for a full solid waste facility permit for the 
Griffith Park Composting Facility.  The application is only to replace the existing registration permit and 
there is no expansion of the facility’s operational limits or activities.  On June 3, 2010 the LEA received and 
granted a request by the Bureau of Sanitation to accept the application as incomplete while further 
improvements were made to the Report of Composting Site Information.  The LEA has reviewed the 
amended solid waste facility permit application and on October 29, 2010, determined that it was acceptable 
for filing. 
 
Purpose of the Meeting 
 
The informational meeting is open to all interested parties to ask questions and provide comments regarding 
the Griffith Park Composting Facility and the processing of the full solid waste facility permit. All 
comments received will be considered by the LEA in drafting the proposed permit.  The comments will also 
be forwarded to CalRecycle for their consideration during the concurrence review.  If you wish to receive a 
copy of the proposed permit, or be notified of the CalRecycle meeting, please notify the LEA in writing no 
later than November 22, 2010.
