As a property owner, tenant or person with vested interest in the project vicinity, please be advised that the County of
Monterey Solid Waste Local Enforcement Agency (LEA) has accepted an RFI amendment application package from USA
Waste of California, Inc., for the Salinas Disposal Transfer Station and Recycling Center in Salinas, CA. The LEA is
certified by the California Integrated Waste Management Board to enforce state laws and regulations at solid waste sites
within the County of Monterey, including all solid waste disposal facilities.

Description of Project

On August 18, 2008, the LEA received a RFI Amendment application package from USA Waste of California, Inc.,
regarding the Salinas Disposal Transfer Station and Recycling Center at 1120 Madison Lane in Salinas, CA. The purpose
of the application package was to update the site RFI to include the lease of Building I and 30,000 ft* of space to Bindel
Brothers Grading for use for management and accounting services as well as vehicle parking, part storage, and
maintenance.

No buildings will be added to what currently exists at the site, and all traffic generated for this business will be counted
against the currently permitted traffic for the transfer station.

In addition, two shallow groundwater monitoring wells will be installed to help confirm the downgradient limits of a
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gasoline release that originates at the West Valley Construction yard, which is located across the street from the facility.
The subsurface sampling is mandated by the Central Coast Region of the California Regional Water Quality Control
Board (RWQCB) as part of ongoing investigation and remediation of a fuel leak. This installation work, any future
monitoring, and well closure tasks is being reimbursed by the State Underground Storage Tank Fund (State FUND).

Findings
The LEA has determined that:
e The requested amendments do not require a permit revision and may be authorized through a permit amendment.
e The application is accepted, meets the requirements of 27 CCR 21665 (c), and is approved.
e The approved RFI amendment will be incorporated into or replace portions of the existing RFI (September 2005,
last revised June 2008).

Appeals Process Information
