Re: Combined City/County Solid Waste Facilities Permit Application - BFL, Sunshine Cyn Landfill

Dear Board Members:

The Granada Hills North Neighborhood Council (GHNNC) was certified by the City of Los Angeles on September
10, 2002, and has had a duly elected and installed Board of Directors since March 31, 2003. The area
it represents and services is bounded by the Los Angeles City/County line and I-5 (Golden State Freeway) to the north,
the 405 (San Diego Freeway) to the east, the 118 (Ronald Reagan Freeway) to the south, and to Aliso Canyon in the
west. It is composed of 3 districts. District 1 - Sunshine Canyon Landfill, District 2 - DWP/MWD, and District 3 — All
Residential Areas to the south encompassing approximately 28,600 stakeholders.

On February 25, 2008 at a duly noticed meeting of the GHNNC the Board unanimously passed the following
motion:
“That the GHNNC Board submit comments to the California Integration Waste
Management Board (CIWMB) opposing the issuance of a Solid Waste Facilities Permit
Jfor a combined City/County landfill.”

It is the position of our board and the Land Use Committee that this request should not have been submitted to the
State. We expected that when the appropriate conditions had been met under the previously approved (T) and (Q)-
Conditions which specify certain periods of time for the City to process such a request plus a 5-year moratorium on
combining the City and County portions of the landfill, that at that time BFI would make a submission to a joint
City/County LEA.

This board and the public has battled hard to win the many conditional use conditions in the City and County
CUPs which they felt necessary in order to protect our community, and they worry that the State will not consider these
local land use issues when processing this permit.

We also believe that there is no capacity shortage on the City side other than what BFI has created in order to
pursue this new SWFP.,



We protest the lack of documentation provided. The three volumes of the Joint Technical Document (JTD) which
had been requested by the City/County CACs and was to be shared with the GHNNC were subsequently withdrawn after
only a few days when BFI claimed that it was the only copy that they had, and that the State had demanded an additional
copy. We note with concern that the JTD which was submitted with this SWFP has been found incomplete by the
Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board adding to our concern as to why the State’s desire to process this
permit rather than referring it back to your own local LEAs who are better equipped to evaluate it.

C.3.5.6 Reintroduction of Leachate/Gas Condensate to Landfill, Page C.3.10 - The applicant appears to be
trying to create structures to introduce water far greater than required or currently permitted in what appears to
be a veiled attempt to create conditions for a bioreactor landfill under 40 CCR 258.28 and 27 CCR Sect
20090(6)(e), 20200(d) and 20340(g). The RWQCB had promised us that the types and amounts of water
returned to the landfill would be limited.

In Volume III, Appendix N Excavation Slope Stability Analysis and Final Refuse Fill Slopes, section C.3.9.2 -
C.3.9.6.3 proposes stability analyses for each phase of filling, however, there no plan for the entire project. The
included information relates to calculations based on a single liner system and as we all know there are double
liner systems now both in the County and the City. We believe that the slope stability has not been fully
analyzed as required by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).
