The County of Tire Ville and the Cities of Tire Land and Retread will conduct a joint waste tire amnesty day event in April 2004 to reduce the illegal dumping of waste tires and to divert the tires from disposal in the nearby Dump Your Tires Valley.  The event will be held at four separate locations for the convenience of local residents.  Public outreach will be conducted to raise environmental awareness of the hazards associated with illegally dumped tires, the benefits of recycling tires, and proper tire maintenance.  This event anticipates collection of approximately 10,000 waste tires, which will be recycled into crumb rubber.

Illegal dumping of waste tires is a widespread and serious problem in Tire Ville County where approximately 10,000 waste tires are generated each year.  This is about one third of all waste tires generated in California.  While most are properly disposed or recycled, many are still being illegally dumped.  These pose a serious threat to public health and safety as well as to the environment.  They serve as a reservoir for rainwater, creating a nesting area for vectors and a breeding ground for mosquitoes that can spread encephalitis and other illnesses.  They can also catch fire and are extremely difficult to extinguish, releasing significant amounts of thick, black toxic smoke.  The result is not only urban blight but also significant costs to residents.

The northern part of Tire Ville County is a desert area known as the Dump Your Tires Valley.  This area is a vast expanse of desert lands of approximately 3,000 square miles with many vacant properties.  This situation has led to the rampant illegal dumping of waste, including waste tires (see photos in Appendix A) on these properties.  In many cases, owners do want to clean up their property, but the high disposal costs cause procrastination.  However, provided with the opportunity for free disposal or recycling, owners generally clean their properties.  This has been demonstrated by residents’ participation at community cleanups, household hazardous waste collection events, and waste tire collection events.  Given the right opportunity, residents will make a difference.

To reduce the occurrence of illegal dumping of waste tires, the unhealthy consequences resulting from them, and to divert tires from landfills, the County of Tire Ville and the Cities of Tire Land and Retread have formed a partnership to conduct a joint waste tire amnesty day event in July 2003 in the Dump Your Tires Valley.  The amnesty day event will be held in conjunction with the annual Dump Your Tires Valley Environmental Awareness Week to take advantage of the heightened community awareness and media attention.  The amnesty day event will model the previous events conducted on April 2, 2002 and April 17, 2003.  The Awareness Week is coordinated by the County of Tire Ville and Cities of Tire Land and Retread.  The Awareness Week features activities that raise attention to various environmental issues in addition to working to instill good stewardship of our natural environment, and encourage community pride in the Dump Your Tires Valley. 

Activities include a waste tire amnesty day event, household hazardous waste collection event, e-waste collection event, cleanup projects, free trash collection event at designated locations, and a Smart Gardening Workshop to teach residents about yard waste management practices.  As a result of the Awareness Week, more than 700 tons of trash, 33 tons of electronic goods, and 107 tons of household hazardous waste were collected each in April 2002 and 2003.  In addition, the amnesty day events were very successful, collecting 9,800 and 10,700 waste tires in April 2002 and 2003, respectively.  

The number of tires collected demonstrates that there is still a need for conducting waste tire amnesty day events.  Due to the expansive lands, there are thousands of tires dumped in these areas.  And, as outreach continues to raise environmental awareness, more residents are willing to clean up their communities by collecting tires that were dumped by strangers and bring them to the collection sites.  Therefore, due to the need to provide a means of disposal or recycling the County anticipates similar success in April 2003.  This amnesty day event will use four separate collection sites to make participation convenient for residents.  Tentative locations are the previous sites (photos in Appendix B) used for the event.  These locations are:

· County facility at 1010 Fast Track Avenue, Tire City, Tire Ville 

· County facility at 38972 Litter Way, Tire City, Tire Ville

· Business lot at 3885 West McAlister Avenue, Retread

· City facility at 59595 Old Cleanup Lane, Tire Land
Together, the collection sites will effectively serve all the residents of the Dump Your Tire Valley.  The collection sites in the communities of Retread and Tire Land will be conducted on the Saturday of the Awareness Week from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m.  The collection in the City of Tire City will be conducted from Monday through Friday of the Awareness Week with approximate operating time from 8 a.m. to 3 p.m.  Awareness Week is scheduled for the latter half of April 2004.  The County has secured a permitted tire hauler and recycler to operate the collection sites within the unincorporated area.  In addition, they will collect the tires from all four sites, and recycle into crumb rubber.  The Cities of Tire Land and Retread will operate collection sites within their cities. 

Outreach will be conducted to promote the 2004 waste tire amnesty day event and provide education on the safety issues associated with illegally-dumped waste tires, proper maintenance of tires, and the benefits of recycling waste tires. The County has hired the marketing firm Creative Associates to develop, produce, and distribute outreach materials. Where possible, outreach materials will be in English and Spanish and be distributed to local businesses, government offices, and community buildings such as libraries and community centers.  The County will also continue to work closely with local town councils and community groups to inform their communities about the events.  The outreach will include:  

· Flyers: 5,000 in English and Spanish

· Brochures: 3,000 in English and Spanish

· Billboards: 4 advertisements to be posted for a month

· Newspaper advertisements: Six advertisements in local newspapers

· Media Releases: Distribution to newspapers and radio stations

· Website WWW.Tire_Villle. USA.com

· Hotline (1-800-TV-tires)

This event will help the community by encouraging residents to clean their neighborhoods of waste tires.  This participation by residents leads to cleaner and safer communities in the Dump Your Tires Valley.  It results in the removal of thousands of waste tires, which have either been dumped or temporarily stored on properties, thereby eliminating the health and safety problems they had posed.  This also instills a sense of pride in residents for the community, which leads to efforts to prevent illegal dumping from reoccurring.   

(5 pts.) 
Address the overall environmental and health and safety need locally and regionally for this project.  (e.g., clean-up of environmental hazards, decrease risk to public health and safety, increase efficiency, conservation of natural resources, usage by the public, environmental education, etc.)

The need for additional public education on proper tire care, apathy, and high disposal costs lead to waste tires being dumped on private properties further contributing to the problem.  Currently, City and County forces are addressing the problem of waste tires with extensive cleanup and enforcement efforts under established regulatory guidelines and available funds.  The County collects approximately 1,500 illegally dumped waste tires yearly from public right-of-ways in the Dump Your Tires Valley.  Additional tires are collected by the Cities of Tire Land and Retread.  

The dumping of waste tires also continues because of the ease in committing the illegal act.  As mentioned above, the Dump Your Tires Valley is a vast expanse of desert lands, many of which are vacant.  This makes it easy for some people to illegally dump without being seen during the act. These activities are difficult to prevent because of limited resources to patrol the large area.

If grant funding is not awarded, a waste tire amnesty day event may still be conducted, however, on a more scaled-down version to stay within budget constraints.  This may also include scaling down the public outreach to be conducted.  Waste tire amnesty day events (photos provided in Appendix C) are a very effective method for reducing the illegal dumping of tires, but these events compete with other programs for funds.  
The County currently implements numerous other waste reduction and recycling programs with its limited resources.  The County recognizes that these programs are necessary to comply with the State’s waste reduction mandate, to protect the health and safety of residents, preserve our natural resources, and to ensure disposal capacity for Tire Ville County.  However, as the County’s resources are divided among the many programs, it is necessary for the County to continually seek additional funding.  

The County currently funds or has funded other programs that address the problem of waste tires.  The County does the following:

· Collects waste tires placed on public right-of-ways within its jurisdiction.

· Administers an Adopt-a-Highway Program where used tires dumped along designated highways are collected by community volunteers.

· Partnered with CIWMB in July 1999 to implement a two-year Pilot Illegal Dumping Enforcement Program to conduct illegal dumping prevention activities in the Dump Your Tires Valley.  Activities included enhanced patrols by Sheriff’s Volunteers-On-Patrol, stakeouts of identified problem areas by Sheriff deputies, and public outreach on illegal dumping to residents.  In the Dump Your Tires Valley, 100 “No Dumping” signs and 156 Adopt-A-Highway signs were installed or retrofitted.  

· Provides a hotline 1(800) TV-Tires and website WWW.Tire_Villle. USA.com with information on how and where to properly recycle or dispose of waste tires.

· Promotes a Sheriff reward system (for information leading to the arrest of illegal dumpers) actively at community events and through press releases.

· Distributes educational materials at community and environmental events encouraging residents and businesses to recycle and properly dispose of their waste, including waste tires.
· Conducts an elementary and secondary school program, which discusses illegal dumping in assembly presentations, and provides “education action kits” to teachers for use during their classroom sessions. 

· Constructs demonstration projects which use recycled waste tires in construction of amenities at community facilities (Appendix D).

Illegal dumping in the Dump Your Tires Valley has been an ongoing problem for decades. Old furniture, appliances, tires, and other trash are frequently dumped in the vast open area (photos attached in Appendix A).  While enforcement efforts have curtailed some of activity, the large expanse of vacant lands, and disposal costs induce many to continue their illegal dumping activity.  The County considered passing an ordinance requiring mandatory waste collection service in the Dump Your Tires Valley to help alleviate this activity.  But hundreds of residents at eight community meetings held in early 1998 had objected to mandatory service due to its imposed cost.  However, these residents did want to reduce illegal dumping, but wanted the County to address the issue differently.  Among residents’ suggestions to reduce illegal dumping was for the County to provide a means for free and easy disposal of waste.

To address illegal dumping, in 1996, the Tire Ville County formed the Dump Your Tires Valley Illegal Dumping Task Force, which meets on a monthly basis to discuss and coordinate illegal dumping prevention programs in the Dump Your Tires Valley.  The Task Force is comprised of the Cities of Tire Land and Retread, various town councils, residents, local waste haulers, various County Departments (including District Attorney, Sheriff, Health Services, Regional Planning, and Public Works), and the Supervisor’s Office.  This Task Force became the coordinating body for the Awareness Week.  Many of its members greatly assisted the County in distributing the event information to their communities’ businesses and residents. 

As previously mentioned, the County collects approximately 1,500 tires per year from public right-of-ways in the Dump Your Tires Valley and additional tires are collected by the Cities of Tire Land and Retread.  Many more tires are observed on private properties by the Sheriffs, Public Works, and Health Services Departments while conducting their routine assignments.  As such the County and Cities are aware that there is a need for conducting free waste tire collection events.  In addition, the high level of resident participation at the previous events demonstrates a demand and need for waste tire collection events in the Dump Your Tires Valley.  Many of the participants expressed their sincere appreciation for such events and the need to conduct more of them.  This shows that people do care about their community and its environment and are willing to go the extra mile to properly dispose or recycle when given the right opportunity.

Goal No. 1   Increase public awareness on waste tire management issues

Objective:  The County will meet this goal by providing 5,000 brochures (sample attached in Appendix E) on tire management issues to automobile-related businesses, libraries, government offices, and community centers for distribution to residents in the Dump Your Tires Valley.  The brochure covers tire recycling, health, and safety problems associated with illegal dumping, and proper tire maintenance.  To determine the success of the overall impact of the public outreach, the participants of the waste tire collection event will be surveyed to determine their general awareness of tire issues and to determine which forms of outreach they received.  
Goal No. 2   Reduce the illegal dumping of waste tires

Objective:  Through effective public outreach and free waste tire amnesty day events, the County and Cities aim to reduce the illegal dumping of waste tires.  This success will be measured by the number of participants and the number of tires collected at the events.  The results of the previous events are summarized in the following tables:

Goal No. 3   Reduce the number of tires disposed in landfills

Objective:  As with most cities and counties in California, Tire Ville County is facing diminishing landfill capacity.  The County’s goal of reducing tire disposal will extend the life of landfills. To meet this goal, the County and Cities will provide the free means for residents to recycle their tires, encourage residents to recycle through the additional outreach, and continue to use waste tire derived products.  The waste tires will be recycled into crumb rubber to be used in products such as rubberized asphalt or playground mats.

(2 pts.)  How was identified need as described in Criterion #1 determined for this project?  For example: community workshops, planning sessions, user input, surveys, etc.
The County has determined the need for conducting waste tire amnesty day events through several means.  Routine patrols by the Sheriffs and Public Works Departments have located many areas where tires have been dumped.  Local enforcement personnel of the Cities, the County, and CIWMB have been aware of permitted and unpermitted stockpiles of waste tires in the area.  Tires dumped on County right-of-ways are removed by County crews. 

In addition, residents have communicated the need to remedy the illegal dumping problem to the County and local town councils and have asked for help to resolve the problem.  Residents have requested a solution to this for decades and were very adamant in the 1998 communities meetings mentioned above.  Lastly, we have also determined that there is a need for waste tire amnesty days due to the large turnout at the previously conducted amnesty day events.  Hundreds of residents participated by bringing in many tires for recycling.  They also show their sincere appreciation at having the opportunity to recycle the tires for free.

To conduct the waste tire collection event and meet the County’s objectives, a contractor, Creative Associates, was hired on June 9, 2003, to conduct ten waste tire amnesty day events throughout the County.  This Contractor will also conduct the event in the Dump Your Tires Valley in April 2004.  This Contractor will be directed by County staff who have coordinated and conducted the successful April 2002 and 2003 waste tire amnesty day events and have experience in contract management.  This event will be conducted whether or not the County and Cities are awarded grant funds; however, as previously mentioned, due to budget constraints the scope of the event may be on a smaller scale.  Specific tasks for this project have been formulated to ensure that the objectives are met.  These tasks are:

Task One – Educational Material
To minimize costs, the recently redesigned brochure (attached in Appendix E) on waste tire management will remain largely the same and be reproduced in quantity of 5,000 units.  This is an attractive brochure that meets the County’s educational objectives.  This will be distributed with the event flyer in late March 2004 and will continue to be distributed at selected functions after the event.  Staff at the event will survey the participants on waste tire issues.  The survey data will be compared with data from the previous events to determine the effectiveness of the educational materials.

Task Two – Event Outreach Material
To promote the event, flyers, billboards, media releases, newspaper advertisements, and website pages will be redesigned by the County’s contractor using the previous years samples (attached in Appendix E) as guides.  By conducting a joint event the County and Cities will consolidate their outreach to be more effective.  The development will begin in February 2002, and distribution of the flyers will begin in late March 2004 and continue through April 2004.  Distribution will be to government offices, businesses, and community buildings.  The County will also request the assistance of the various town councils to assist with outreach.  The placement of the billboards, website, and initial media release will be conducted one month prior to the event.  Near the week of the event, six newspaper advertisements will be placed, and an additional media release will be conducted.  

Task Three – Waste Tire Amnesty Day 

The Contractor will provide staff for the two County sites and the Cities will provide staff for their sites.  Each site will have approximately five field laborers, one traffic controller, one field supervisor, and one County or City representative.  Each team will arrive at their site at least an hour prior to the scheduled opening to make preparations including setup of traffic cones, signs, tables, etc.  Traffic controllers will direct vehicles into the site to ensure that surface traffic is not disrupted.  The field laborers will unload tires from vehicles and load them into the trailers. The field supervisor and the County or City representative will be responsible for the smooth operation of the event.  The Contractor will also provide a tire hauler and recycler for all the collection sites.  These tires will be taken to a recycling facility where the tires will be ground into crumb rubber for use in beneficial products.

Task Four – Program Monitoring and Evaluation

The County will monitor the progress and efforts of the Contractor for quality and efficiency.  County personnel have experience in conducting these events.  This experience coupled with the close working relationship with the Contractor will help reach the objectives set for the event.  Past events have been successful.  To continue this momentum and to meet residents’ expectations and make a difference, the County demands excellent work out of its Contractor and staff to conduct another successful event.  After the event, the project will be evaluated to determine the effectiveness of the efforts and strategy.  

The Contractor has obtained a permitted tire hauler to collect the tires from the four sites and recycle them into crumb rubber.  The Contractor shall also develop and distribute outreach materials to promote the event.  This also includes promoting the event to the local media and the developing the website.  The Contractor has experience in conducting public outreach and has secured a subcontractor who has conducted waste tire amnesty day events for other cities in Tire Ville County.

1.  What areas need improvement? 

The County is continuously looking for improvements to enhance its recycled-content purchasing policy.  Currently the County feels that its policy is very effective given today’s market and the cost of goods.  There is a total of 26 cities in the County’s Cooperative Purchasing Program which as of May 15, 2002, has purchased more than 365,000 cases of paper.  The Tire Ville County Procurement Programs also received a Trash Cutters Award for 2000.

(2 pts.)  What aspects have been successfully implemented? 

Recycled-Content Bond Paper
The County’s Cooperative Purchasing Program began in March 2000 and has attracted many cities.  As noted, their combined purchasing has led to more than 365,000 cases of paper being purchased.  This has resulted in a savings of approximately $260,000. 

The County has been recognized as having some of the best effective and sustainable waste reduction programs in California.  Most of these programs have received awards and have been recognized for their positive contributions to the environment.  These award-winning programs have been recognized by organizations and agencies including the CIWMB, who in selecting its winners considers the program’s cost-effectiveness, innovation in ideas and technologies, and usefulness to other jurisdictions.  

Rubberized Asphalt Concrete and Rubberized Emulsion Aggregate Slurry 

Since 1993, the County has applied rubberized asphalt concrete and rubberized emulsion aggregate slurry to more than 2,788 lane miles of roads, diverting more than 2.2 million tires from disposal.

County Departmental Recycling Program

The County Departmental Recycling Program, designed to help County departments recycle materials generated at their facilities to the extent economically feasible, was initiated in May 1990.  At that time, only 16 departments were involved in some type of recycling and recycled an average of 62 tons of paper per month.  During 2000 and 2001, most County departments were active participants and recycled over 2,800 and 3,200 tons of paper, respectively.  Also, the County recycled green waste through the Tree Trimming Recycling Program which requires the recycling of tree trimmings in its road tree trimming contracts.  Other materials recycled by County departments include aluminum, glass, laser toner cartridges, metal, newspapers, phone books, cardboard, microfiches, plastic bottles, other plastics, motor oil, and green waste.

Additionally, County departments reduce office waste through a variety of waste prevention techniques including double-sided copying and printing; using blank sides of used paper as scratch pads; sharing and making fewer copies of documents; using “Post-it” fax notes and similar fax transmittal forms; using electronic mailing; accessing reports/forms online; proofing documents online; reusing packaging materials, file folders, envelopes, and binders; and participating in the Countywide Surplus Property Redistribution Program for reuse and recycling of salvageable County property.

Residential Recycling
In 1992, the County passed Recycling Ordinance No. 92-0001, establishing curbside recycling in specified County unincorporated communities.  This Ordinance required waste collectors servicing unincorporated communities to provide curbside recycling services and allowed the Department of Public Works to expand recycling to other communities.  Curbside recycling began in 1993 and was subsequently expanded to all unincorporated areas.  Materials collected include newspaper, junk mail, cardboard, magazines, telephone books, plastics, glass, aluminum, tin, and green waste.
